The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, October 28, 2025, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and Council Members Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton present. Also present were Brenda Schmidtke, Pat Meyer and City Administrator Kurtz. 
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.

Citizens Comments Concerns: Pat Meyer wanted to thank the council and city personnel for allowing the fall festival to take place and for helping make it happen.

Pat Meyer exited the meeting at 6:01 p.m.

Motion by Dix and seconded by Conover approving to set the public hearing date for Ordinance #368 pertaining to water rates for Monday, November 10, 2025, at 6:00 p.m.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving IMFOA mileage reimbursement to Administrator Kurtz in the amount of $161.70. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving IAMU mileage reimbursement to Administrator Kurtz in the amount of $147.40. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton let the council know the new refrigerator had arrived next door and the remaining portion of the renovation was coming along nicely.
Motion by Conover and seconded by McAllister approving payment of $855.00 for UPM Cold patch to Aspro. Motion carried. 
Motion by Conover and seconded by Stapleton approving the rental of a Croell Truck at a cost of $140/hr to do shoulder repair on Barrick Road. Motion carried.
Streets: Commissioner Conover let the council know the city has received a free tarp for the salt shed. He also stated the public works department is currently working on finding property pins to begin work on improving the alleyway between Third Street and Fourth Street.
Commissioner Conover let the council know that the public works personnel had completed work on the shoulders of Wildcat Way, 7th Street, and Pine Street.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving three invoices from Avenue of the Saints in the amount of $248.00 for k-9 grooming. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by Stapleton approving Black Hawk Waste Disposals invoice for October services in the amount of $6610.24. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving to table Resolution 1893-25: A Resolution Accepting the Water and Sewer infrastructure improvements on Pine Street from James Street to Seventh Street pending further information. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix stated he is still waiting on responses from all parties involved for his proposal on the 2021 WWTIP.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving the purchase of a pickleball net and paint at a cost not to exceed $700.00. Volunteers will paint the court on the existing basketball court at the park and the pickleball net is removeable. Motion carried.
