MSA Report: Matthew Moore of MSA reported on the city’s current projects.
7th Street Bridge Replacement: Currently waiting to hear back from United Contractors to agree on the final project costs. Once this step is completed, final closeout documents will be presented.

WWTIP 2021: Commissioner Dix has been working with Jason MIller directly and MSA Professional services has verbally agreed to do the engineering at their cost if the city moved to an overhead lateral system. Documents are to be drafted and sent to Commissioner Dix for review by the city attorney.

Sands 3rd Addition: Matthew discussed all the things that had been completed to this point and the things that have not been completed to this point. Further discussion continues between MSA and the contractor to resolve any incomplete SUDAS requirements. Televising of stormwater pipe and sanitary sewer needs completed along with leakage testing of a section of sanitary sewer between two manholes. A hydrant is also being discussed currently to flush the water lines for bacteria testing. All hydrants are going to need adjusted to proper grade and valves tested. All the concrete curb and gutter have been installed, and the concrete tickets were sent after the work was completed. MSA was not notified this was being completed so they were unable to observe the work being done. A proof roll will be completed. ADA compliance will be checked on sidewalks that were poured while MSA personnel were not on site.
Matthew Moore exited the meeting at 6:31 p.m.
City Administrator:

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving Administrator Kurtz’s attendance at the ILC budget workshop in Cedar Falls on November 5, 2025, with a registration fee of $60.00 plus appropriate costs for wages and mileage. Motion carried.
City Administrator Kurtz let the council know she has requested Sands Construction barricade the roads that are currently under construction in Sands 3rd Addition.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving to set the time and date for 6:00 p.m. Monday, November 10, 2025, for the public hearing regarding the adoption of Ordinance #369 - An ordinance amending the Code of Ordinances of the City of Janesville, Iowa, entitled Building Code and enacting and adopting a new Chapter 155. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by McAllister approving the purchase of a new refrigerator from Cedar Valley Appliance at a cost of $629.00 for the new city hall remodel. Motion carried.
Safety:
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Ordinance #367: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 65 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AS RELATED TO STOP AND YIELD REQUIRED WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, on its second reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – Conover. Motion carried.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Chief Cross to put the City of Janesville Police Department’s name on the list to purchase a 2026 Chevy Tahoe at the 2025 list price with the stipulation that it can be withdrawn if a different route is decided upon for a police vehicle. Motion carried.

Commissioner McAllister reviewed Chief Cross’ monthly report with the council. He also thanked the police department for their community involvement with the homecoming festivities and helping the kids learn to keep traditions going while being safe and making good decisions.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Dix went over what he presented to Boomerang and Nexxom, which was also discussed at length at the September 23, 2025, council meeting.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving Stanley Consulting invoice #0263304 in the amount of $585.00 for engineering consulting fees on the 2021 WWTIP. Motion carried.
Motion by Dix and seconded by Stapleton approving the Maguire Iron agreement for water tower maintenance consisting of four years of payments at $49,832.02 each and the fifth year is a payment of $15,523.12. The council chose to exclude the mixer from the agreement. A copy of the agreement is available at Janesville City Hall for further details. Roll Call Vote: Stapleton, Dix, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Conover. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by Stapleton approving ORDINANCE #368: AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE CODE OF ORDINANCES OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, BY AMENDING CHAPTER 92 PERTAINING TO WATER RATES on its first reading.
