Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table the Wastewater Treatment Facility Plan Update and the first reading of the three Stormwater Ordinances until a special meeting later this month.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to schedule a Special City Council Meeting for 5:00 p.m. on Monday, July 30, 2018 to follow-up on tabled agenda items.  Motion carried.

The City Clerk opened and presented the sealed bids for refuse and recycling collection and disposal from the following companies:

Black Hawk Waste Disposal - $1.00 Cost Per Additional Bag, $8.20 Curbside Refuse Collection (Hauler Responsible for Landfill Cost), $6.13 Curbside Refuse Collection (City Responsible for Landfill Cost), $5.25 Curbside Recycling Collection = $13.45 Total Cost (Hauler Responsible for Landfill Cost) or $11.38 Total Cost (City Responsible for Landfill Cost) – Tuesday collection.
Rite Environment - $2.00 Cost Per Additional Bag, $9.75 Curbside Refuse Collection (Hauler Responsible for Landfill Cost), $5.00 Curbside Recycling Collection = $14.75 Total Cost (Hauler Responsible for Landfill Cost) – Tuesday collection.

Waste Management - $2.00 Cost Per Additional Bag, $7.57 Curbside Refuse Collection (City Responsible for Landfill Cost), $7.72 Curbside Recycling Collection = $15.29 Total Cost (City Responsible for Landfill Cost) – Thursday collection.

Current Contract Costs - $1.00 Cost Per Additional Bag, $7.45 Curbside Refuse Collection (City Responsible for Landfill Cost), $4.06 Curbside Recycling Collection, = $11.51 Total Cost (City Responsible for Landfill Cost) – Tuesday collection.

The City Clerk was asked to provide the Council with a tabulated bid sheet of the presented bids for refuse and recycling collection and disposal and landfill costs (prior years’ actual and current year estimation).

They further are recommending a wage increase to $16.00 per hour for Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz, upon her completion of the Iowa Municipal Professionals Institute and the signing of an employment education/training agreement.
