Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  City Council Proceedings of June 8th, 2020, Special City Council Proceedings of June 23rd, 2020, and Special City Council Proceedings of June 30th, 2020.  Ayes, Stapleton, McAllister, Worrell, and Miller. Nays-None. Absent - Robinson.  Motion carried.

General Commissioner Stapleton and City Clerk Kurtz presented their monthly reports and updates to the Council. The office has been painted, sneeze guards have been put in place in the Council Chambers and Library, and all rooms have been thoroughly cleaned & disinfected.  Hand sanitizer and masks are available.  City Clerk, Kurtz is currently working on correcting some issues with an incorrect withdrawal by Iowa Finance authority, which has led to a delay in the June 2020 Budget and Treasurer’s reports.  
At approximately 6:04 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the Proposal for Vacation and Disposition of North Main Street.  There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.  Motion by Council member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to place Ordinance #346 on the next Council agenda.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Miller, McAllister, Worrell, and Stapleton.  Nays, none.  Absent - Robinson.  Motion carried.
Streets & Stormwater Commissioner Worrell gave his monthly report.  Discussed several ideas for a 3-mile Safe Route to School Path/Project and Grant possibilities.  

Review and Consider purchase of a collector broom attachment for skid loader.  Cost to rent one is between $400-$600 per time. Skid loader has been used approximately 52 hours since purchase.  Broom attachment would be used for spring cleanup of sand on the streets, after storms, and other uses. Three bids were presented.  Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to purchase the broom from Star Equipment for $5453.00. Motion carried.

Review and Consider bids for tree removal of diseased trees on City property.  Owens Property Management, $6,850.00; Tri County, $4,750.00; Iowa Tree, $4,625.00.  Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Miller to accept the bid by Iowa Tree for $4,625.00.  Motion carried.

Review and Consider additional asphalt repair to the following streets; from the black top of Pine/7th from Elm to where Black Hawk County ended and three bumps at various locations. Bids were received from Macks; Aspro, and Jones.  No bid received from Kluesner Construction.  Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Miller not to exceed $96,000 in repairs.  Roll Call Vote - Ayes, Stapleton, Worrell, McAllister, and Miller. Nays - none. Absent - Robinson.  Motion carried.

Safety Commissioner McAllister gave his monthly report on the various activities of the Police Department and Traffic control/safety at Maple and Barrick road intersection. There has been more foot traffic at this intersection with the Pedestrian Bridge nearby. Vehicles have been running the stop signs causing safety concerns. Discussion to purchase a Flashing pedestrian crossing system with solar powered amber lights at a cost of $10,075.00 from General Traffic Controls.  Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to install this system and leave the stop signs for added safety.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Stapleton, Worrell, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays - none.  Absent - Robinson.  Motion Carried.
Discussed speed zone on Maple.  No action taken.  
Reviewed no parking ordinances.  Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to remove the “no parking” signs on North Pine Street.  Motion carried.

Discussed permanent no parking from 2 a.m.- 6 a.m. on Main Street between 1st Street and 4th Street year-round. Motion by Council Member McAllister to table and seconded by Council Member Stapleton. After further discussion by council members it was decided that a draft of the  new otdinance should be drafted to be discussed at the next meeting. Original motion to table failed.  Ayes – zero. Nays- McAllister, Worrell, Stapleton, and Miller.. Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to place the draft of said ordinance on next month’s agenda for further review..  Ayes - McAllister, Miller, Worrell, and Stapleton.  Nays - none.  Absent - Robinson.  Motion carried.

Nuisance deadline review of 128 Sycamore.  Property was bought by a bank and sold to another bank in New Jersey.  Per ordinance 51.01 & 50.02, a certified letter was sent.  After July 20th, the City can clean up the property.  Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to authorize City Personnel to cleanup and assess the property.  Motion carried.
Approve $376,414.70 payment #1 to Boomerang Corporation for the 7th St. East Lift Station.  Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by council member Stapleton to approve payment of $376,414.70 to Boomerang Corporation.  Role Call Vote: Ayes - Miller, McAllister, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays - none.  Absent - Robinson.  Motion Carried.
Review and consider asphalt street repair for the intersection of 4th Street and Chestnut.  Bids were received from Macks, $5,800.00; Aspro, $5,270.00; Jones, $6,800.00; Kluesner, no bid received.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by council member McAllister not to exceed bid of $5,270.00.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Beenblossom wanted to bring a possible valve replacement at the intersection of 2nd Street and Chestnut to the City Council’s attention.  No action taken at this time but will be discussed at a later date

Consider purchase of a Sickle Bar mower attachment for the John Deere tractor. Would help with the mowing of embankments and ditches. Three bids were received.  Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to purchase the attachment for $4,765.00 from John Deere.  Motion carried.
Flow weir at the Wastewater plant needs repair. Bottom is rotted out and there needs to be a way to control the flow of the water.  Repair estimate of $2,500.00 or less was received from Blazek Corporation.  Motion made by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Miller to make the repairs.  Motion carried.
Parks and Recreation Commissioner Miller gave his monthly report.  More grass seed is needed.  The new concrete is done at the Tennis Court, and everything is looking good.  

Tree bids were received for the removal of several diseased trees and stumps in the park.

Owens Property management, $7,200.00; Tri County, $5,200.00; Iowa Tree, $4,925.00.  Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to accept the bid from Iowa Tree, $4,925.00.  Motion carried.

Review Lion’s Shelter repair bids. All wood from ceiling down will be replaced. Doorman Construction, $8,155.95; Shoemaker Construction, $9,500.00; Biersner Construction, declined; Crew Construction, declined.  Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to accept the $8,155.95 bid from Doorman Construction.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes, Stapleton, Worrell, McAllister, and Miller.  Nays - none. Absent - Robinson.  Motion Carried.

Mayor Beenblossom gave his report. Shockapee lime will be delivered tomorrow at 7 a.m. for the ball diamond.   Mid America will move the electric to the parks building. The anchor for the basketball hoop will be done by Dave Flood.  
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:20 p.m.
