Commissioner Dix reported there has been shifting in the aeration lines and several buoys are still floating above water level. Drone footage has been taken in order to document the function of the system at the current time. He has been in contact with Boomerang and has requested they review the situation along with a representative from Nexxom. City personnel has requested a sufficient notice in order to drain the lagoons properly.
Parks & Rec: Commissioner Miller let the council know that despite the nice weather the park seasonal activity equipment is not set up as of yet. He also stated he has met with PWD Bigler to work on some quotes for the current budget and next year’s budget. Commissioner Miller requested the posts be installed for parking at the city park. He also stated they discussed some ideas for the city shop building and commissioner Miller expressed he was impressed by the cleanliness of the shop at the current time.
