He also stated that the majority of the punch list has been addressed by Boomerang Corporation, but MSA is still waiting on the televised footage where the sag was fixed.
Hardwood Estates 2nd Addition: Mr. Elsinger has passed along the Review of the final construction drawings and the Development Procedure Agreement to VJ Engineering.
Mr Elsinger exited the meeting at 6:42 p.m.

General: Commissioner Stapleton relayed to the council plans and ideas from the Ragbrai/Janesville Days Steering Committee.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to forego using the City attorney and the added estimated expense, per the City attorney, of $2500 - $5000 for the purchase of 319 Main St. The council stating the reason for this being that the abstract and deed have recently been updated by the current owner within the last three years. The purchase is being made through a realtor and they will be taking care of any and all paperwork and filings on behalf of the City and are held to a code of ethics that is also to protect the City’s best interests. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson to get other itemized bids on a generator for the City Hall/Fire Station building. Motion carried.

Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover reported he has spoken to the DOT about the option of having them place rock on the shoulders of specific roads within city limits. He mentioned the reason for doing this would be to preserve the condition of the roads and keep the edge of the roads from breaking.

Motion by Conover and seconded by Miller to approve Prairie Road Builders bid not to exceed $54,000 to complete the necessary maintenance and routine repairs done to city streets. Approximately $14,000 of this cost will come from the 2020/21 budget while the remaining costs will be paid from the FY 2021/22 budget. Roll Call Vote: Ayes - Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Safety: Safety Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department. He shared with the council the new Police Tahoe has been purchased, Officer Cross had completed some training opportunities, and intern, Veronica Gregory, had recently finished her internship with the City Police Department.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to designate Council Member Miller as the Interim Administrator for the City Police Department. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Conover, Robinson, Stapleton, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Commissioner Robinson stated he did not have an official update as his departments had been discussed previously in the meeting.
Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller to approve Prairie Road Builders Bid of not to exceed $2600 for the Water Tower Driveway. Motion carried.

Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller stated to the council that he Kay industries plans on donating a grill for Beeson Park, and the Scouts will be installing the grill as a volunteer project. He also mentioned he is still working on getting bids for the work he would like to see completed in and around the Lions Shelter.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to approve Shane Appleby, Eve Johnson, and Bill Vandehaar as volunteer coaches for the boy’s 1st/2nd grade baseball team. Although a coach had previously been approved, they were unable to fill the position. Motion carried.
