The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, April 27, 2021 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton present. Absent was Council Members Conover and McAllister. Also present was Joe Elsinger, P.E. of MSA Professional Services and City Clerk Christa Kurtz.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Mayor Beenblossom declared this the time and place fixed for a public hearing on the matter of the adoption, specification, form of contract and estimate of cost for the construction of certain public improvements described in general as WASTEWATER TREATMENT FACILITY IMPROVEMENTS 2021, the Mayor called for any oral objections to the adoption of the plans and specifications, form of contract and estimate of cost.
