Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to approve the following Consent Agenda items: January 11, 2021 Regular City Council Proceedings, January 26, 2021 Special City Council Proceedings, January 2021 Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
General: General Commissioner Stapleton gave the council an update on her department. She is currently working to update the library board on their duties as there have been several changes and new additions. She will bring this to the council when the information is ready. She is also still looking for a new fridge for city hall.
City Clerk Kurtz informed the council that she is working as much as possible on the budget while she is working from home. The forms for the Summer Rec and Youth Softball/Baseball programs have been delivered to the school for disbursement to the kids.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to set the public hearing date for the Max Levy Hearing for Tuesday, March 9, 2021 at 6:00 p.m. Due to unforeseen circumstances the deadline for publication to hold the hearing on February 23, 2021 was unable to be met. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Street Commissioner Worrell Absent. Mayor Beenblossom gave the council a brief update on how well the employees were doing with snow removal.
Safety: Safety Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update on the police department numbers and also talked the council through some information about a speed sign they plan to buy with the help of a $3,000 grant the police department received. McAllister stated there are several options, but only one comes with a camera. This will be brought up at a later date for action.

Officer Cross left the meeting at 6:21 p.m.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving Ordinance #350 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF CHAPTER 75, SECTION 75.05(1), (7), AND (10) OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AS RELATED TO ALL TERRAIN VEHICLES AND SNOWMOBILES OPERATING WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, on its third and final reading. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, McAllister and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
Water,Wastewater,Refuse: Commissioner Robinson updated the council that he and Public Works Director are working to get a new control panel for the Main St. Lift Station that will match the new 7th St. E Lift Station Control Panel.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson to approve Boomerang Corporation’s Payment Application #6 in the amount of $19,171.00. This application has been reviewed and approved by Abby Mouw of MSA Professional Services. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Robinson, Stapleton, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – Worrell. Motion carried.
Parks and Rec: Commissioner Miller has nothing to report at this time.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom informed the council that Ragbrai had been in contact with the City and would like to have Janesville be part of their route. He also let the council know that he received a booklet of steps from Ragbrai that would need to be taken, including the possible drafting of an ordinance, in order to make this a possibility. Ragbrai also recommended the city put together a committee to make the arrangements. Mayor Beenblossom reached out to Marty Leary, who has agreed to head the committee pending council approval.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to appoint Marty Leary head of the Ragbrai committee and to review and consider proposals the committee comes up with before the council gives their approval for the event. Council Member McAllister would like to see community/school involvement with this event. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to move the first meeting of March from Monday, March 8, 2021 to Tuesday, March 9, 2021 at 6:00 p.m. Motion carried.

Mayor Beenblossom stated that we are waiting on an inspection update from Mark Durbahn of AECOM for Hardwood Estates 1st Addition. Once GSH Ventures has completed all the requirements the City can further review TIF options for Hardwood Estates Phase 2.
