City Council Proceedings

May 18, 2022
The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, May 18, 2022, in the council chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and council members Stapleton, Conover, Robinson, McAllister, and Miller present. Also present was Chief Taylor Cross and Tracy Klinkenborg.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Robinson approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried
Mayor Beenblossom opened the meeting and explained that Chief Cross had sent packets of information to the council prior to the meeting.  Those packets contained signed statements from residents that had been victims that were either being threatened or bitten by the dogs in question.
Mayor Beenblossom stated the meeting would proceed as per the agenda.
1.Chief Cross reviewed the information provided to everyone present and explained all steps taken prior to the appeal hearing.
2. Following Chiefs Cross’ presentation, the owner of the dogs, Ms. Klinkenborg, was given an opportunity to speak on her behalf.

3. After receiving the information from Chief Cross and Tracey Klinkenborg, the council considered all of the information and the liability on the city at this time.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to uphold the recommendations of Chief Cross for the removal of the three dogs from the city limits. McAllister stated that the history of the “dog at large” warnings and the police reported dog bites pertaining to the dogs in question make the dogs a liability and need to be removed for citizen safety purposes. Motion carried.
Ms. Klinkenborg requested to have until Saturday, May 21, 2022 to find a place for the dogs. Chief Cross agreed to this date of removal, but stated that if any problems occurred prior to this date the dogs would be removed immediately by the city.
Council Member McAllister exited the meeting at 6:21 p.m.

Tracy Klinkenborg exited the meeting at 6:22 p.m.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 6:26 p.m.
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
