City Council Proceedings

September 14, 2020
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, September 14, 2020 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members Stapleton, McAllister, Worrell and Miller present. Absent was Council Member Robinson. Also present was City Clerk, Christa Kurtz and Chris and Christine Jacobs.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Citizen Comments/Concerns:  Chris and Christine Jacobs attended the meeting in order to speak to the council in regards to a complaint about loose dogs. Christine stated that she had been chased by a dog and was concerned for the safety of herself and her dog. They requested that section 55.01 of the Janesville City Code be amended to require all dogs be on a leash. The council asked that the Jacobs call the issue in when it happens, if possible, and that we would make sure that it was addressed. Mayor Beenblossom also stated that he will do some investigating into the issue, but that the instance that Ms. Jacobs had with the dog getting loose from it’s fenced in yard could not be fixed by requiring all dogs be on a leash. The Jacobs also stated that they were having issues with a dog in their neighborhood being aggressive and damaging their personal property. The council again asked for the issue to be called in for our officers to respond to at the time of the issue, if possible. It was also asked of the Jacobs to provide the council with any documentation of the damage. Further review of the nuisance ordinance, as it pertains to animals, and the leash ordinance will be discussed at a later date pending further investigation by Mayor Beenblossom and the police department.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton to approve the following Consent Agenda items:  August 7, 2020 Special City Council Proceedings, August 10, 2020 Regular City Council Proceedings, August 25, 2020 Special City Council Proceedings and August 31, 2020, Budget and Treasurer Reports. Roll Call Vote: Ayes-McAllister, Miller, Worrell and Stapleton. Nays-None. Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

General Commissioner Stapleton and City Clerk Kurtz gave their monthly oral reports to the Council. Commissioner Stapleton stated the library is taking appointments for patrons to come in a check out materials and/or browse. Clerk Kurtz let the council know that the warning siren grant application has been submitted to FEMA, and she is currently working on the reimbursement applications to both FEMA and the State for Covid-19 expenditures incurred from March through July. With the approval of Commissioner Stapleton, Clerk Kurtz will be attending the Iowa League of Cities Annual Virtual Conference on September 16-18. 

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister for the City of Janesville to not offer the Social Security Tax Deferral to the city employees. The tax deferral for the months of September, October, and December will need to be paid back by each employee starting in January. With the unclear guidelines of the tax deferral and the possibility of the City being liable for the money to be reimbursed if an employee was to leave, the Council decided it was in the city’s best interest to not offer the deferment. Motion Carried.
Mayor Beenblossom informed the Council that due to unforeseen circumstances Wendy Brace is unable to fill the Deputy City Clerk Position.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to not fill the Deputy City Clerk position, but to leave it as an option at a later date if needed. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton to hire Lisa Gansen, the library director, as a Clerk’s assistant at a rate of $13.91 per hour for up to 8 hours per week and a start date of September 21, 2020. The library shall take precedent over the clerk’s assistant position. Motion carried.

At approximately 6:45 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing FOR THE SALE OF THAT PORTION OF NORTH MAIN STREET, FROM BARRICK ROAD NORTH TO THE SOUTHERLY RIGHT-OF-WAY LINE OF PRIMARY ROAD NO. 218, HIGHWAY 57, ALL IN THE NORTHEAST QUARTER OF SECTION 35, TOWNSHIP 91 NORTH, RANGE 14 WEST OF THE 5TH P.M., JANESVILLE, BREMER COUNTY, IOWA. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the hearing closed at approximately 6:45 p.m. After no further comments or concerns from the council, Mayor Beenblossom will direct City Attorney Boveia to prepare the appropriate documents for the sale of the vacated property to Mike & Denise Paul.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to set Halloween Trick or Treat hours from 5:00 to 8:00 p.m., Saturday, October 31st. Those that wish to participate shall turn their porch lights on during this time. 
Mayor Beenblossom made the Council aware of an incident that occurred on September 2nd involving a fiber optics cable that had been cut while digging to install the new Pedestrian Crossing System. Council Member Worrell and Mayor Beenblossom spoke about the sickle bar mower being used in the ditches and that it is working well, and that the broom attachment had been used for the last time this season for street cleaning.

Council Member McAllister gave his monthly report to the Council. The police department has received their new Toughbook and second body camera and both have been put into commission. McAllister noted that Excel needs to be placed on the new Toughbook. The police department has also purchased two new 9 MM Glock handguns, but have not put them into commission due to the lack of ammunition at this time. Council Member McAllister stated he will address the previously discussed dog nuisance ordinance with the officers, along with the continuation of nightly door checks. 
Council Member Miller gave his monthly report for the Park and Recreation Department. The walking/bike path has been resurfaced, along with asphalt being placed in front of the boat ramp. The electrical box, which was previously on the 1st baseline dugout, has been moved and placed on an electrical pole, and the renovation of the Lion’s Shelter has begun. Miller noted that Wrage, Flood, and Ver Steegt were doing a great job working together and getting a lot of good things accomplished in the park.
Mayor Beenblossom gave his monthly report to the council. The driveway permits received will be reviewed by Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood. He also made contact with Chris Pletz, of One Solution, requesting to know when the work will be completed on the city hall monitor, the city park cameras, and the maintenance on the Clerk’s computer

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting adjourned at 7:06 p.m.
