The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Tuesday, April 25, 2023 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the chair and council members Conover, Stapleton, McAllister and Miller present. Absent was council member Robinson. Also present were Brian Dix and city clerk Christa Kurtz.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
At approximately 6:02 p.m., Mayor Beenblossom opened the Public Hearing on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2023/24 Budget for comments from interested citizens and taxpayers. There being no comments, Mayor Beenblossom declared the Public Hearing closed at approximately 6:03 p.m. and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2023/24 Budget to the Council for their consideration.

The Proposed Fiscal Year 2023/24 Budget was published in the Waverly Newspaper on March 16, 2023 and reflects an estimated total city tax levy rate of $13.98351 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $613,513 (plus $7,483 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:
