Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

At approximately 6:25 p.m., Mayor Carroll opened the Public Hearing on the proposed Fiscal Year 2018/19 Amended Budget for comments from interested taxpayers and citizens.  There being no comments, Mayor Carroll declared the hearing closed and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.

The City Clerk reported there would be no increase in tax levies to be paid in the current fiscal year.  Any increases in expenditures will be met from the increased non-property tax revenues and cash balances/reserves not budgeted or considered in the current budget.

Mr. Durbahn also reported that the Barrick Road Water Extension & Improvement Project has been completed, including the ditch cleanup and landscaping.  Mr. Durbahn confirmed this with the affected property owner.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment to Blazek Corporation, 30 days after the acceptance of the Barrick Road Water Extension and Improvement Project, of the Final and/or Pay Estimate #6 for $12,220.00.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Absent – Bettis.  Motion carried.
Mr. Durbahn and City Attorney, Gary Boveia believe that the detention basin will be completed and the agreement executed and signed by all parties by the June 10, 2019 City Council meeting.  The detention basin has been tested with the recent rains and except for the erosion issues, is working as designed.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to decline the offer from the Iowa DOT for city bridge funding primarily due to their funding schedule not currently aligning with the city’s schedule to replace the 7th Street Bridge.  Motion carried.
Mayor Carroll, Council Member Worrell and MSA Engineer, Joe Elsinger will meet with Iowa DOT Officials at 10:00 a.m. this Thursday, May 16, 2019 to discuss the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to table a decision on the city’s commitment to the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project for additional information.  Motion carried.

The Council reviewed the current Code of Ordinances – Chapter 66 with regard to Load and Weight Restrictions.  The Council wants the 10-ton limit on the 7th Street Bridge enforced with no exceptions other than for emergency response vehicles.  Mr. Elsinger will send his recommendations to City Attorney Boveia for drafting into an amending ordinance for review by the Council at their next meeting.

Discussion led to the Seventh Street Lift Station Project.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve an Agreement with Terracon Consultants, Inc. for Geotechnical Engineering Services for a total of $3,950 and another Supplemental Agreement for Soil and Groundwater Sampling at a cost of $2,675 - $2,725. Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve ORDINANCE #338 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISION OF SECTION 70.03 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA RELATED TO PARKING VIOLATION FEES on its second reading. Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Absent – Bettis.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve Jensen’s New & Old Construction’s proposal for $4,225.50 to replace the Lion’s Club Shelter House Roof and further, to table all the additional proposals for roof and insulation replacement and/or repairs to the Park Building (shop).  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve McConstruction’s proposal for City Hall concrete work at a cost of $1,585.  Motion carried.  (A second bid was requested from an area contractor but was never received.)

Council Member Stapleton gave a brief report on the status of the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  The committee has two bid proposals and are awaiting for a third.  The preferred site for the sign is in the roundabout.  Additional information will be presented at the June 10, 2019 meeting.
Mr. Boveia gave a report on T-Mobile’s proposed Water Tower Lease Agreement and equipment modifications.  A lengthy discussion followed with regard to rent modification to $1,000 per month, requiring an inspection and written report completed by an NACE certified inspector following proposed upgrades, and provide written or verbal notice to the city by phone and/or email to the City Clerk’s office providing timelines or their intended access for changing out equipment, repair, and maintenance or other operational activities.  The City believes the average daily traffic count with the interstate on Iowa 218 and cellphone usage through Janesville justifies the rent modification.
The City received two bids (Aable/Terminix Pest Control-$525 per treatment and Ryan Exterminator-$570 per treatment) for mosquito control treatments.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Aable/Terminix Pest Control’s bid of $525 per community fog treatment (with optional $775 fog & mist treatment for Janesville Days 2019).  Motion carried.

The Council reviewed and considered the bid proposals for monthly portable toilet rental with weekly servicing from Action Services (Handicap-$160/Regular-$100), Black Hawk Waste Disposal (Handicap-$105/Regular-$85), Cedar Valley Portables (Handicap-$170/Regular-$90, and Port ‘O’ Jonny, Inc. (Handicap-$95/Regular-$75).  A unit will be placed at the City Park (Handicap), Paul’s Park (Regular) and Community Garden (Regular) beginning on or about May 15, 2019 – October 15, 2019.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council member Worrell to approve Port ‘O’ Jonny, Inc.’s proposal for two regular and one handicap unit at a monthly cost of $245.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the hiring of seasonal/part-time personnel for the Janesville 2019 Summer Recreation and Little League Program (4/16/19 – 6/30/19) as follows:  3rd-4th Grade Softball Coach – Morgan Meester at $11.00 per hour, 3rd-4th Grade Assistant Softball Coach – Serena Zwanziger – Volunteer, 1st-2nd Grade T-Ball/Coach Pitch Coach – Matt Porter at $10.00 per hour if scheduling so allows him to accept the position (City Clerk Murley was told by Mr. Porter on 5/16/19 that due to personal conflicts with the practice/game schedules he unfortunately cannot accept this position), and Summer Recreation Director – Chloe Kiene at $10 per hour.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Deb Sorge’s Driveway Permit Application which includes improvements extending into City Right-of-Way.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Municipal Pipe Tool Company, LLC’s amended Five-Year Sewer Maintenance Contract Effective June 1, 2019 – June 1, 2024.  Motion carried.
The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve payment of the appropriate costs for wages, meals and mileage for the Deputy City Clerk and Mayor and/or Council Members interested in attending the Iowa Department of Management “Tax Increment Financing District Workshop” on 6/21/19 at the New Hampton Community Center.  Motion carried.

Mayor Carroll stated she is continuing to explore the roles of a City Manager vs. a City Administrator and the procedures required for a possible change from the city’s Mayor/Council form of government.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 8:47 p.m.
