The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, October 24, 2023, in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Protem Stapleton in the chair and Council Members Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Miller present. Absent was Mayor Beenblossom. Also present was city clerk Christa Kurtz, Police Chief Cross, and Dave Hansen of RSPN.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving RSPN’s proposal for IT services for a period of 36 months with an initial cost of $6258 for all equipment and a monthly fee of $996, both which will be split between the city and public library. Commissioner Stapleton updated the council about the meeting with city personnel including herself, Mayor Beenblossom, City Clerk Kurtz, Library Director Biersner, 1st Responder Director Eriv Ver Steegt and Dave Hansen of RSPN to discuss the city’s IT needs and RSPN’s recommendations on what they found to be necessary to make sure the city had a secure network. Motion carried. 
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller approving Clerk Kurtz’s attendance at the Iowa League of Cities Budget Workshop in Cedar Rapids on November 2, 2023, at a cost of $50 plus wages and mileage. Motion carried.

Motion by Conover and seconded by Dix approving invoice R-14015020.0-8 from MSA Professional Services in the amount of $71211.73 for engineering services completed on the 7th Street Bridge Project. Roll Call Vote – Ayes: Miller, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving Clerk Kurtz to contact the city attorney for the drafting of a purchase agreement between the City of Janesville and Fidelity Bank & Trust for a parcel of land which is to be the location for the future public safety building. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving Invoice #1819 in the amount of $3654 from JQ Construction for the emergency water main repair on Main Street. Roll Call Vote – Ayes: Dix, Conover, McAllister, Miller, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Motion by Dix and seconded by McAllister approving Invoice #34084-O in the amount of $16379.04 from Municipal Pipe & Tool for the cleaning of sanitary sewer lines and manholes. Roll Call Vote – Ayes – Dix, Conover, McAllister, Miller, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
