General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that the library fundraising committee held a lunch during the Janesville City Wide Garage Sales event and a Mother’s Day event the following weekend and had a successful turnout for both. She also updated the council that she is expecting the new generator and new severe weather outdoor warning siren to be installed by the end of this fiscal year.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving to set a Public Hearing for 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, May 24, 2022 in the City Hall Council Chambers to review and consider the Fiscal Year 2021/22 Proposed Amended Budget. Motion carried.
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover stated the maintenance department is currently working on patching of streets and other street maintenance. Mayor Beenblossom stated he and Commissioner Conover will be doing a drive around the city to complete a list of areas that need street repairs.
Motion by Conover and seconded by Miller approving Tri-County Tree Service’s Invoice for the emergency tree cutting on Maple Street at a cost of $2000. Mayor Beenblossom stated the tree was in the city right of way and had fallen onto the street. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent. Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that Chief Cross has been avidly working on the Lexipol Policy so that it can be adopted by the council and implemented as a standard practice for the Police Department. Mayor Beenblossom also stated that the Tahoe is burning oil too quickly and will be getting the issues repaired under warranty.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Commissioner Robinson stated he is hoping that Boomerang Corporation mobilizes to the site by the end of May.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving Resolution 1764-22 – A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE USE OF THE ARPA SPECIAL FUND TRANCHE PAYMENT #1. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Resolution approved and adopted this 9th day of May 2022.
Parks/Rec: Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving to repair the Space Shuttle handle on the playground equipment at the Barrick Road Park for an estimated cost of $1700. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving D&N Fence Company’s bid of $3057 to install a gate on the fence line in left field and a pedestrian entrance to the field on the fence line in right field. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Commissioner Report: Commissioner Miller stated there may be some additional trees that need to be removed from the Barrick Road Park, but will look further into this with PWD Wrage and Tri-County Tree Services. He also updated the council that the scouts, who had been approved previously to do a project at the south main city park, plan to start their project at this time.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that Jim Holz of MSA Professional Services will be here Thursday, May 12th to test some equipment for the city to conduct virtual meetings with MSA. 
Trees Development: He also stated that he had a meeting with Mr. Trees in regard to his development to the east of city limits. Mr. Trees has had several companies contact him with interest in the development. 
Land Acquisition: Mayor Beenblossom let the council know that A&R Land company has sent a letter in regard to the property acquisition for the 7th Street Bridge Project. Negotiations are ongoing.
HWE Development: Mayor Beenblossom discussed several questions presented to him from Gavin Steege of GSH Ventures. He let the council know that he and Clerk Kurtz plan to meeting with Ahlers & Cooney attorneys to discuss the questions presented but would like council input prior to the meeting.

EKCO Bridge: Mayor Beenblossom stated that Mr. Durbahn informed him he would be here with contractors this week to look at the pedestrian bridge for repairs.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:06 p.m.
