Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  December 10, 2018 City Council Proceedings, December 31, 2018 Budget & Treasurer Reports, Bryan Destival’s Resignation as Fire Chief and Retirement Effective 12/31/18, Andy Eibey’s Resignation from Fire Department, Tim West’s Appointment as Fire Chief, Effective 1/1/19, Jeff Fank’s Reappointment to the Janesville Board of Adjustments, and the 2019 Officers and Membership List for the Janesville Fire Department, Board of Adjustments, and Planning & Zoning Commission.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Absent:  Robinson.  Motion carried.
Mayor Pro-tem Bettis expressed his sincere appreciation to Bryan Destival and Andy Eibey for their 34 years (22 years as Fire Chief) and 19 years of exemplary service to the fire department and community.  He further congratulated Tim West as the newly appointed Fire Chief, thanked him for his continued service and wished him the best in filling the “big shoes”.

City Clerk Murley administered the Oath of Office as Fire Chief to Tim West.
Public Works Director Wrage and Police Chief Samec presented their monthly reports to the Council.

The City Clerk received an email from Pamela Lee with the Iowa DOT requesting the city’s plans for addressing the safety concern regarding the separation from the bridge approach on the EKCO Bridge.  Mr. Durbahn stated that Iowa Wausau will complete a temporary fix this week with plans for a permanent fix later this spring.  Mr. Durbahn agreed to respond to Pamela Lee’s concerns and email message.
At 6:20 p.m., the Mayor Pro-tem announced that this was the time and place for the public hearing and meeting on the matter of the authorization of a Loan Agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $1,050,000 General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, in order to provide funds to pay the costs of the construction, reconstruction, improvement and repair of streets, sidewalk and intersection improvements; and the acquisition, construction, reconstruction, improvement, installation and repair of storm sewer, sanitary sewer and water improvements, including the 7th Street lift station and the sewer and water extension and improvement project, for essential corporate purposes, and that notice of the proposed action by the Council to institute proceedings for the authorization of the Loan Agreement and the issuance of Notes had been published as provided by Sections 384.24A and 384.25 of the Code of Iowa.
The Mayor Pro-tem then asked the Clerk whether any written objections had been filed by any resident or property owner of the City to the issuance of the Notes.  The Clerk advised the Mayor Pro-tem and the Council that zero written objections had been filed.  The Mayor Pro-tem then called for oral objections to the issuance of the Notes and none were made.  Whereupon, at approximately 6:27 p.m., the Mayor declared the time for receiving oral and written objections to be closed.

The Council then considered the proposed action and the extent of objections thereto.

Whereupon, Council Member Stapleton introduced and delivered to the Clerk the Resolution hereinafter set out entitled “RESOLUTION INSTITUTING PROCEEDINGS TO TAKE ADDITIONAL ACTION FOR THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $1,050,000 GENERAL OBLIGATION CAPITAL LOAN NOTES”, and moved:  that the Resolution be adopted.
Council Member Hanson seconded the motion.  The roll was called and the vote was, AYES:  Worrell, Stapleton, Bettis, and Hanson.  NAYS:  None.  ABSENT:  Robinson.  Whereupon, the Mayor Pro-tem declared the measure duly adopted.

Ms. Schmidtke gave the council a brief update on the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  The current committee members are:  Brenda Schmidtke, Guy and Trish Pariseau, Richard White, and Council Member Stapleton.  They will continue gathering information regarding sign regulations, placement options, funding sources, sign designs and cost estimates.  Council Member Hanson stated that the Student Council members may be interested in assisting with this project.  City funds for this proposed project will be considered during FY2020 Budget preparation.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve, as presented, an Employment Training Reimbursement Agreement with David Flood, Public Works Assistant.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Swick Cable Inc.’s Application for All Construction in Right-of Way:  permission to use traffic control, 1 lane closure, and perform aerial work along the 7th Street Bridge by placing communication lines across the river.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve (with comments to the Iowa DOT regarding the importance of the N. Maple and Hwy 218 intersection), Black Hawk County’s Application to the Iowa DOT to Perfom Work Within State Highway Right-of-Way:  for Construction Detour Permit for Project BROS-C007(145) – 5F-07 – Proposed Detour Route:  Cedar Wapsi Road (C57), North to Union Road (T75), East to Winslow Road (C54), East to Marquis Road, North to Maple Street (Janesville), South to Hwy. 218 (Iowa DOT), East to Cedar Wapsi Road (C57).  Motion carried.

The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor Pro-tem presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

City Attorney Boveia updated the Council on the status of some ongoing legal issues regarding property nuisances and required clean-up and the city’s interest in a bank mortgage foreclosure suit due to various liens the city has placed on the property.
Council Member Stapleton stated that she and Eric Ver Steegt will begin sorting through old files and documents in the basement.  They will itemize and place in boxes those records that can be destroyed through the shredding process.

City Clerk Murley reported that the FY2018 Annual Exam has been scheduled for February 26, 2019.  FY2020 Budget Preparation is underway.  Individual meetings with Council Members will be set up within the next few weeks.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 7:55 p.m.
