Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson approving Jim Hundley Heating and Air Conditioning’s quote for a new air conditioning unit in the fire department at a cost of $2940.00. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, McAllister, and Miller. Nays – None. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton gave the council a brief update of her department. She stated the new outdoor severe weather warning siren has been installed and tested and is function. She also stated the library received the Guernsey Grant in the amount of $50,000 and a Bremer County Foundation Grant in the amount of $5,000. Both grants were applied for to help with the efforts toward the new library building at 319 Main Street. The library has also started the Dolly Parton reading program.
Streets/Stormwater: Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving Tri-County Tree Service’s quote for the removal of a tree in the right-of-way at 323 4th St. for $650. Motion carried.
Officer Luck left the meeting at 6:18 p.m.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson to enter into closed session at 6:19 p.m. pursuant to Iowa Code section 21.5(1)(j) to discuss the purchase or sale of particular real estate only where premature disclosure could be reasonably expected to increase the price the governmental body would have to pay for that property or reduce the price the governmental body would receive for that property. The minutes and the audio recording of a session closed under this paragraph shall be available for public examination when the transaction discussed is completed. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to come out of closed session at 6:44 p.m. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, McAllister, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Officer Chad Luck re-entered the meeting at 6:45 p.m.

No action taken following closed session.
Commissioner Conover stated they are still in the process of removing trees in the right of way and that the process of working on sidewalk continues to be a priority.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister gave the council an update in regard to the most recent dog abatement issue. He stated the owners of the dogs had them removed and the dogs were returned and back within city limits days later. Chief Cross made contact with the owners and notified them the dogs were to be removed from city limits immediately. Commissioner McAllister discussed the issue with Chief Cross and Chief Cross stated that the dogs were going to be removed and placed in Fort Dodge. Chief Cross was to verify the removal of the dogs following the conversation, but Commissioner McAllister has not been able to connect with Chief Cross as of yet for verification.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving Jones Repair’s quote of $743.30 for repairs need on the Police Charger. Motion carried.

Commissioner McAllister gave an update on the activities of the police department this month. They received 57 calls for service and Commissioner McAllister let the council know that he believes that makes it clear that they are being used often and properly. He also stated that several of the warnings and tickets were issued on Maple Street where the speed limit is now 25 mph. McAllister mentioned the plan is to utilize the speed sign, which has the ability to record data when off, to track whether people are slowing down to the speed limit by having it on and off at different times.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller giving Kay’s the city’s official approval to connect to rural water as a rural water customer and not a customer of the city due to the previous study done by MSA Professional Services and the city not being able to provide the necessary pressure needed to help with fire prevention as well as it not being cost affective for the city

Commissioner Robinson update the council on the WWTIP 2021 project and informed them that Boomerang has still yet to mobilize to the site. He planned to email Abby Mouw of MSA Professional Services and find out a timeline. The Council had previously been told that Boomerang would be on site the end of May or early June. City Clerk Kurtz stated that they had been there to stake the property.
Parks/Rec: Mayor Beenblossom stated that he had spoke with Mark Durbahn of AECOM and Mr. Durbahn assured him that things were moving forward for the repairs on the pedestrian bridge. Mr. Durbahn mentioned AECOM along with PCI were reviewing something new to fix the approaches on the bridge that had recently been approved by the state. They will be gathering cost estimates and will get back to Mayor Beenblossom between June 20th and June 24th to report what and when something would be done.
Commissioner McAllister stated that several of the approved trees have been cleared and the broken popcorn machine has been disposed of at this time. He also stated that the new fencing was to be completed at this time, but he had not been down there to verify at this time. Mayor Beenblossom stated that the work had been completed and it looks nice.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that he and City Clerk Kurtz had the opportunity to have a telephone conference with Jenna Sabroske of Ahlers & Cooney in regard to the Hardwood Estates Development agreement and clarify the items in question by both the city and developer. Mayor Beenblossom and Clerk Kurtz discussed these items with the council. Mayor Beenblossom stated that he would be meeting with Gavin Steege of GSH Ventures to discuss the terms and keep the process moving.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:24 p.m.
