Mayor Beenblossom declared it the time and place for the public hearing regarding the 10-year agreement between the City of Janesville and Axon Systems, Inc. for body cameras and in-car camera systems. The public hearing was opened at 6:05 p.m. There being no citizens present for comment and no written objections for or against were received by the clerk’s office, the mayor declared the public hearing closed at 6:06 p.m.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Dix approving RESOLUTION 1904-26: A RESOLUTION APPROVING A 10-YEAR AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE CITY OF Janesville, IOWA AND Axon Systems, Inc FOR IN-CAR CAMERA SYSTEMS AND BODY-WORN CAMERAS FOR THE POLICE DEPARTMENT. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Dix, McAllister, Conover, and Schmidtke. Nays – None. Resolution was approved and adopted this 9th day of March 2026.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Dix approving Administrator Kurtz’s attendance at the Spring IMFOA Conference April 15-17, 2026, with a registration cost of $200 plus the appropriate costs for hotels, wages, meals, and mileage. Motion carried.

Administrator Kurtz stated the 2027 Proposed Tax levy information has been submitted to the county. She then explained the columns in the in the proposed levy document to the council.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Conover approving to continue the $50,000 contribution of tax relief funds to the debt service fund from the Streets Maintenance and Improvement fund (304 fund) for the fiscal year 2027 budget. These dollars come from local option sales and service tax and water tower rent. Roll Call Vote: Stapleton, Dix, Conover, McAllister, and Schmidtke. Nays – None. Motion carried.

Matthew Moore briefed the council on the various projects requiring MSA’s services. Bridge inspections are set to be completed in April. He stated that JQ Construction has completed the sanitary testing in Sands 3rd Addition, and it has passed. Jim Sands Construction has been on winter shutdown and Matthew will touch base with them on their plans to resume work with a punch list of items to be rectified and/or completed prior to paving any streets. He also stated that the developer has been told many times that MSA must sign off on everything prior to paving. Matthew also mentioned that Kay Park will be boring under the railroad and making connections to the public sewer system in the next week, and he will be on site. 
Matthew Moore exited the meeting at 6:16 p.m.
General: Library Director Biersner let the council know that the employee expenses she reported to the state library board for fiscal year 2024 for incorrect and were roughly $30,000 less than reported. Administrator Kurtz went over the revenues and expenses and gave an estimate of where reserves would be at the end of fiscal year 2026. Commissioner McAllister would like to see updated numbers from the library director so he can look through everything prior to the council deciding. Administrator Kurtz advised the library director and board to prepare their budgets with both options that have been presented and be prepared for however the council decides.
Library Board Members Walker, Kimble, and Sundstedt, and Library Director Biersner exited the meeting at 6:35 p.m.

Commissioner Stapleton let the council know she has reviewed all the applications that have been received at this time for the deputy city clerk position and will be discussing with Mayor Beenblossom and Administrator Kurtz on how to proceed. She also stated that she will be looking into the same kind of window coverings for the city hall office that the police department has for their door.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Dix and seconded by Conover approving the sale of the 1980 flatbed trailer to Kyle Hinz for a bid of $100.00. Motion carried.
Commissioner Dix let the council know he received an email from Boomerang late last week and has not had the opportunity to review the email at this time.
Parks & Recreation: Motion by Schmitdke and seconded by Stapleton approving RESOLUTION 1905-26: A RESOLUTION SETTING THE COST OF REGISTRATION FEES FOR THE YOUTH BASEBALL AND SOFTBALL PROGRAM AT $65.00 ON-TIME REGISTRATION AND $75.00 FOR ANY REGISTRATION RECEIVED PAST THE STATED DEADLINE. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Schmidtke, McAllister, Conover, Dix, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Resolution was approved and adopted this 9th day of March 2026.
Commissioner Schmidtke requested the JCSD Cross Country 5K event be added to the March 24th agenda.
Streets & Stormwater: Commissioner Conover let the council know that PWA Hinz has repaired the plow on the 05 Ford F-350, and it looks excellent.
Safety: Commissioner McAllister reviewed the monthly safety report with the council.
