The Janesville City Council met in special session on Tuesday, August 25, 2020 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Beenblossom in the Chair and Council Members McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Worrell present. Absent was council member Robinson.  Also present were Police Officer, Taylor Cross, and City Clerk, Christa Kurtz
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to adopt the agenda as presented. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Worrell to approve suspending the rules by waiving the required three readings of Ordinance #347- A ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 16.23 AND SECTION 16.24 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, RELATED TO “R”, “C”, AND “M” DISTRICTS REGARDING SURFACE TYPE, THICKNESS AND GRADE ON THOSE DISTRICTS WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA. Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Worrell to approve, as presented, ORDINANCE #347 - A ORDINANCE AMENDING THE PROVISIONS OF SECTION 16.23 AND SECTION 16.24 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, RELATED TO “R”, “C”, AND “M” DISTRICTS REGARDING SURFACE TYPE, THICKNESS AND GRADE ON THOSE DISTRICTS WITHIN THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA on its first through third and final reading. Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving to draft an ordinance amending section 69.08.5 of the City Code of the City of Janesville, Iowa regarding No Parking Zones with the following change; removing “North” from North Main Street. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to draft an ordinance amending section 69.08.6 of the City Code of the City of Janesville, Iowa regarding No Parking Zones with the following changes; remove no parking and adding no overnight semi parking on North Pine Street. Motion carried.

Motion by McAllister and seconded by Stapleton approving to leave parking on Main Street as it reads in the City Code of the City of Janesville, Iowa. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister approving to draft an ordinance amending section 69.08.2 of the City Code of the City of Janesville, Iowa regarding No Parking Zones with the following change; fifteen (15) minute parking from the west edge of Chestnut Street to a point 65 feet west of Chestnut Street while school is in session. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by McAllister to leave section 69.10 of the City Code of the City of Janesville, Iowa regarding Snow Removal as it reads. After lengthy discussion regarding permanent changes to overnight parking on Main Street, the council decided is was best to not make the no parking on Main Street permanent for various reasons; including but not limited to business delivery, house guests, etc.
Motion by McAllister and seconded by Miller to approve RESOLUTION #1702-20: A RESOLUTION REQUESTING REIMBURSEMENT FROM THE IOWA COVID-19 GOVERNMENT RELIEF FUND.
