Police Chief Samec presented his monthly report to the Council.

At approximately 6:11 p.m., Mayor Carroll opened the Public Hearing on the Proposed Fiscal Year 2019/20 Budget for comments from interested citizens and taxpayers. There being no comments, Mayor Carroll declared the Public Hearing closed at approximately 6:14 p.m. and presented the proposed Fiscal Year 2019/20 Budget to the Council for their consideration.

The Proposed Fiscal Year 2019/20 Budget was published in the Waverly Newspaper on February 26, 2019 and reflects an estimated total city tax levy rate of $9.83011 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $403,171 (plus $5,691 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:

This FY2020 budget reflects an estimated city tax levy of $9.83011 per $1,000 valuation, a 2.3% decrease of approximately $.23 per $1,000 valuation compared to the city’s current levy of $10.06154 for FY2019. The state residential rollback figure for FY2020 is 56.918% compared to the current 55.6209% for FY2019, an increase of approximately 2.3%.  Therefore, this city budget further represents a 0% annual residential property tax increase/decrease.  Be it noted, this is the city’s portion only of the total property tax levy.
After giving opportunity for all desiring to be heard, it was resolved by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve, as presented, RESOLUTION #1639 – A RESOLUTION ADOPTING THE ANNUAL BUDGET FOR THE FISCAL YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2020.  BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA that the annual budget for the fiscal year ending June 30, 2020, as set forth in the Budget Summary Certificate and in the detailed Budget in support thereof showing the revenue estimates and appropriation expenditures and allocation to programs and activities for said fiscal year be adopted, and the clerk is directed to make the filings as required by law and to set up books in accordance with the summary and details as adopted. Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to table action on the Engineering Agreements submitted by AECOM and MSA Professional Services, Inc. regarding the Seventh Street Lift Station Project until the 5:00 p.m. - March 26, 2019 Special Meeting to allow for further review.  Motion carried.

Mr. Elsinger stated the STBG and TAP applications were submitted to the RTA for the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project last week.  The review committee will meet to discuss funding applications at two separate meetings to discuss each application.  It is recommended that representatives of the City be present for these discussions.  The Transportation Alternatives Program (TAP) committee meeting is Wednesday, March 20th from 10:00 a.m. – 11:00 a.m. The Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) discussion is scheduled for Thursday, March 21st from 1:00 p.m. – 2:00 p.m.  Both meetings will be held in the INRCOG Board Room.
Mr. Elsinger asked the Council to consider scheduling a workshop style meeting to review anticipated capital improvements and brainstorm priorities.  The City Council scheduled a special meeting at 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, April 9, 2019 to review and discuss potential capital improvements and equipment replacement purchases for establishing a Capital Improvement Plan.
Randy McKenzie, Bremer County Building & Zoning Administrator, presented a proposed ordinance for the adoption of the 2018 International Building Codes and a resolution for updating the Fee Schedule.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to set a Public Hearing for 6:00 p.m. on Monday, April 8, 2019 to review and consider an Ordinance to adopt the 2018 International Building Codes and a Resolution setting a new Fee Schedule.  Motion carried.
Council Member Stapleton gave a brief update on the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  Ms. Schmidtke is in the process of completing the online application for a Bremer County Community Foundation grant listing the City of Janesville as the Fiscal Sponsor.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to table action on the park building/shop insulation proposals until the next meeting and requested that Lee Foundation Spraying & Insulation be contacted for an estimate.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table action on the Transfer of the Water Tower Lease with Option Dated 8/18/1999 (“Lease”) between Iowa Wireless Services, LLC (“iWireless”) and City of Janesville to T-Mobile Central LLC, Effective January 1, 2019 for clarification of lease, discussion of placement and weight of equipment, and possible term negotiation.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving the City Attorney to draft an amendment to Chapter 70 of the City Code of Ordinances by increasing fines from $5 to $25 for parking violations.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving Iowa Regional Utilities Association (IRUA) to complete our 2018 Consumer Confidence Report (CCR) at no cost to the City.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Bettis to approve the attendance of City Clerk, Chris Murley and Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz at the IMFOA Spring Conference 2019 scheduled for 4/10/19 – 4/12/19 at the Holiday Inn Des Moines Airport, payment of the appropriate registration fees, wages, meals, lodging and mileage, and require a report of the education they obtained from the training sessions.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving City Clerk, Chris Murley and Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz to attend the gWorks (Formerly Data Technologies, Inc.) Spring User Group Meeting on 4/10/19 at the Holiday Inn Des Moines Airport and payment of the $100 per person registration fee and appropriate costs for wages.  Motion carried.

The City Attorney, City Clerk, and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.
