Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Miller approving Jeff Dierks bid for a 12-15’ Serbian Spruce at cost of $650 for the empty lot at 319 Main Street. Motion carried.
General: Commissioner Stapleton updated the council that the Fire Department door had been fixed, but would like Clerk Kurtz to look over the invoice to check for inspection of all other doors, which was to be completed when repairs were done.

City Clerk informed the council that the blue book that was provided to them is a copy of the audit completed in December by Keith Oltrogge, CPA out of Denver. A copy of this is also available for public viewing in the City Clerk’s office at 227 Main Street.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving to solicit Request for Proposals for the required FY2022 City Annual Examination and accept the sealed proposals until 4:00 p.m. on Thursday, June 9, 2022.  Motion carried.
City Clerk Kurtz let the council know she is looking into a possible grant opportunity from Governor Reynolds office for the new 7th Street bridge or the bike trail that is currently in the design phase. Applications will be starting May 7, 2022 and the deadline is in December 2022
Streets/Stormwater: Commissioner Conover is looking into bids for re-surfacing in front of the city shed and surrounding area and possible where the bleachers sit for the ball diamond. Street Maintenance Supervisor Flood created a list of street repairs he believes need to be completed. Mayor Beenblossom recommended he and Commissioner Conover drive around to take a look and decide which are the most necessary.

Safety: Commissioner McAllister was absent. Chief Cross introduced Officer Luck, who expressed his gratitude to the council for the opportunity. Chief Cross gave the council an overview of the departments previous month and also informed the council of the two grant applications he has submitted.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover approving the Lexipol Policy Agreement for the Police Department. The cost for the remainder of fiscal year 2022 is $282.90 and the annual subscription renewal price for fiscal year 2023 is $1697.40, which is due July of each new fiscal year the agreement is renewed. Lexipol will provide up to date case law and create a policy for the police department that is considered to be standard practice for the State of Iowa. Chief Cross also stated that policies can be customized to suit the City of Janesville Police Department. Chief Cross informed the council that there are several departments in the surrounding area that utilize the company for their policies. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Miller, Conover, Robinson, and Stapleton. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.
Water/Wastewater/Refuse: Motion by Robinson and seconded by Miller approving Quinn Bigler’s attendance at the Basic Wastewater Training class on April 21-22 and April 28-29 through Kirkwood Community College. Approval consists of the registration cost of $495, wages, meals, and mileage pending availability of a city owned vehicle. Motion carried.
Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson approving the State Revolving Fund Construction Loan Disbursement Draw Request #2 for the amount of $64,204.91. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.

Motion by Stapleton and seconded by Robinson approving the WTFAP Grant Disbursement Draw Request #3 for the amount of $34,388.75. Roll Call Vote: Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Conover, and Miller. Nays – None. Absent – McAllister. Motion carried.

Motion by Robinson and seconded by Stapleton setting the dates for the Spring 2022 City Wide Cleanup dates for Monday, May 2, 2020 through Thursday, May 12, 2022. Motion carried.

Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving to table the approval of Resolution 1764-22 – A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING THE USE OF THE ARPA SPECIAL FUND TRANCHE PAYMENT #1 until further investigation and training on the reporting process has been done by Clerk Kurtz. Motion carried.
Parks/Rec: City Clerk Kurtz let the council know there are two possible applicants for the summer rec director position. She will get the information out to them if and when applications are received.
Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that he has now sent two letters regarding the EKCO Pedestrian Bridge to representative of AECOM. He received a message from Mark Durbahn of AECOM following the first letter and has not received a follow up after the second letter which included an invoice for $815 the city received from Stokes Welding. The invoice was for the temporary plates that were placed on both ends of the bridge to cover the separation between the approaches and the bridge creating a serious trip hazard.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Robinson approving Megan Homewood as the 1st/2nd grade softball assistant coach. Motion carried.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Stapleton approving Port O Jonny’s bid of $100/mo for a regular unit and $125/mo for a handicap unit and servicing once/week. Port O Jonny will deliver two regular units and two handicap units at the beginning of May. Motion carried.
Commissioner Report: Commissioner Miller stated there are lights around the ball diamond that are not currently working and he has instructed PWD Wrage to contact Elsamiller Electric to fix the issue. He also let the council know the Public Works Department has prepped the field for the upcoming youth season by setting out bases and raking the diamond. He mentioned that the gate for Dort’s Landing is still closed at this time. Commissioner Miller also relayed to the council that Scott Kipp would like to assist the city with applying for grants for playground equipment to be placed at the park located at the south end of Main Street.
Mayor’s Report: Mayor Beenblossom updated the council that he is currently waiting on an updated cost for the 7th Street Bridge Project to pass along to the IDOT. Mayor Beenblossom has been in contact with Krista Billhorn of the IDOT in regard to cost of the project and possible further funding.
Motion by Miller and seconded by Conover to adjourn. Motion carried. Meeting adjourned at 7:07 p.m.
