City Council Proceedings

December 9, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, December 9, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Police Officer, Taylor Cross, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Dave Beenblossom and Ben McAllister.

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Chief Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.
Council Member Robinson introduced the following Resolution entitled "RESOLUTION FIXING DATE FOR A MEETING ON THE AUTHORIZATION OF A LOAN AND DISBURSEMENT AGREEMENT AND THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $125,000 SEWER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES OF CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF NOTICE THEREOF", and moved that the same be adopted.  Council Member Hanson seconded the motion to adopt.  The roll was called and the vote was,

Whereupon, the Mayor declared the Resolution duly adopted as follows:

RESOLUTION FIXING DATE FOR A MEETING ON THE AUTHORIZATION OF A LOAN AND DISBURSEMENT AGREEMENT AND THE ISSUANCE OF NOT TO EXCEED $125,000 SEWER REVENUE CAPITAL LOAN NOTES OF CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA, AND PROVIDING FOR PUBLICATION OF NOTICE THEREOF

WHEREAS, it is deemed necessary and advisable that the City of Janesville, Iowa should provide for the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes, in the amount of not to exceed $125,000, as authorized by Sections 384.24A and 384.83, Code of Iowa, as amended, for the purpose of providing funds to pay costs as hereinafter described; and

WHEREAS, the City has applied for a loan through the Iowa Water Pollution Control Works Financing Program pursuant to which the Iowa Finance Authority has agreed to purchase the City's Notes and has requested that such Notes be issued as a single Note in a denomination equal to the total amount of the issue as authorized by Chapter 384 Code of Iowa; and

WHEREAS, the Loan and Disbursement Agreement and Note shall be payable solely and only out of the net earnings of the Municipal Sewer System and shall be a first lien on the future net earnings of the Utility; and shall not be general obligations of the City or payable in any manner by taxation and the City shall be in no manner liable by reason of the failure of the net revenues to be sufficient for the payment of the Loan and Disbursement Agreement and Note; and

WHEREAS, before a Loan and Disbursement Agreement may be authorized and Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes issued to evidence the obligation of the City thereunder, it is necessary to comply with the provisions of the Code of Iowa, as amended, and to publish a notice of the proposal and of the time and place of the meeting at which the Council proposes to take action for the authorization of the Loan and Disbursement Agreement and Notes and to receive oral and/or written objections from any resident or property owner of the City to such action.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, STATE OF IOWA:
That this City Council meet in the Council Chambers, City Hall, 227 Main St., Janesville, Iowa 50647, at 6:00 P.M., on the 13th day of January, 2020, for the purpose of taking action on the matter of the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of not to exceed $125,000 Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes to evidence the obligations of the City thereunder, the proceeds of which will be used to provide funds to pay the costs of acquisition, construction, reconstruction, extending, remodeling, improving, repairing and equipping all or part of the Municipal Sewer System.

That the Clerk is hereby directed to cause at least one publication to be made of a notice of said meeting, in a legal newspaper, printed wholly in the English language, published at least once weekly, and having general circulation in said City, said publication to be not less than four clear days nor more than twenty days before the date of said public meeting on the issuance of the Notes.
The Notice of the proposed action shall be in substantially the following form:

PUBLIC NOTICE is hereby given that the City Council of the City of Janesville, Iowa, will hold a public hearing on the 13th day of January, 2020, at 6:00 P.M., in the Council Chambers, City Hall, 227 Main St., Janesville, Iowa 50647, at which meeting the City Council proposes to take additional action for the authorization of a Loan and Disbursement Agreement by and between the City and the Iowa Finance Authority, and the issuance to the Iowa Finance Authority of not to exceed $125,000 Sewer Revenue Capital Loan Notes to evidence the obligations of the City under said Loan and Disbursement Agreement, in order to provide funds to pay the costs of acquisition, construction, reconstruction, extending, remodeling, improving, repairing and equipping all or part of the Municipal Sewer System.  The Notes will not constitute general obligations or be payable in any manner by taxation, but will be payable from and secured by the net revenues of the Municipal Sewer System.

At the above meeting the City Council shall receive oral or written objections from any resident or property owner of the City, to the above action.  After all objections have been received and considered, the City Council will at this meeting or at any adjournment thereof, take additional action for the authorization of said Loan and Disbursement Agreement and the issuance of Notes or will abandon the proposal to issue the Notes.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Hanson to approve the purchase of a 2008 Sterling L 7500 Chassis Dump Truck/Snow Plow from Don’s Truck Sales at a cost of $28,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.  (This vehicle may not be available for delivery until February/March 2020.)

Based on additional information recently submitted to the City Clerk, a motion was made by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the Black Hawk County Assessor’s request to combine Parcels 9014-02-126-008, 009, 011, and 9014-02-201-018.  Motion carried.
Further, it was noted that the minimum assessment agreements on two of the above mentioned parcels have no termination date.  Combining the parcels will eliminate the current issue of a building that partially lies within two of the parcels.
Words of appreciation were expressed by those in attendance to outgoing Mayor Carroll and Council Member Hanson for their service, dedication, efforts, and community support.
Mayor Carroll expressed her congratulations to Mayor Elect Beenblossom and Council Member Elect McAllister.  She stated her willingness to stay involved and offered her continued support and assistance to the City.
