Tolly Thompson said he recently purchased the 313 Main Street property and expressed his desire to maintain the building for residential use.  The city’s current ordinance states the following:  Section 14.00 Nonconforming Building and Structures, 3. Building Vacancy – A building or structure or portion thereof, which is non-conforming as to use, which is or hereafter becomes vacant and remains unoccupied for a continuous period of one (1) year shall not thereafter be occupied except by a use which conforms to the use regulations of the District in which it is located.  313 Main Street has been vacant for more than a year and lies in the C-1 (Central Commercial District).
Upon discussion, Tolly Thompson, was advised to submit a variance request application to the Board of Adjustments for their review of his request to maintain the structure at 313 Main Street for residential use.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton directing the City Clerk to draft resolutions for the installation of the following street lights:  7th Street at Intersection with Hickory Street, Hickory Street at intersections with E. Beech Circle and W. 6th Street and further approving to share the installation costs with GSH Ventures for the two designated lights on Hickory Street within the Hardwood Estates Subdivision and to pay for all costs related to the installation of the street light on W. 7th Street at the intersection with Hickory Street. Upon Brenda Schmidtke’s presentation of the landscaping/fill dirt proposals, for the Janesville Welcome Sign, from Wapsi Pines, Matthias Landscaping and Wells Hollow, a lengthy discussion followed.
