August 12, 2019
The Janesville City Council met in regular session on Monday, August 12, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall at approximately 6:00 p.m. with Mayor Carroll in the Chair and Council Members Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson present.  Also present were City Attorney, Gary Boveia, City Clerk, Chris Murley, Police Chief, Randy Samec, Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, Police Officer, Taylor Cross, Dave Beenblossom, Tricia Pariseau, Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services, Tony Delgado-Connor, Mark Reinders and Craig Voshell with Mid American Energy, Chris Renner, Wes Sorge, Mark Durbahn with AECOM, and Brenda Schmidtke.

Motion by Council Member Bettis and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  July 17, 2019 City Council Proceedings and July 31, 2019 Budget & Treasurer Reports.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Chief Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Council Member Bettis voiced his concern with the multi-million dollar costs of the projects the city is currently pursuing.  He stated that some citizens have discussed this with him as well.  He feels we need to be mindful of those on fixed incomes.  Council Member Bettis stated that the city doesn’t have an unlimited checkbook nor do our citizens and that it’s too much, too fast!  Council Member Robinson asked him what projects should be cut or postponed.  The 7th Street East Lift Station Project is necessary for the development of the Sands 3rd Addition and any future development along Wildcat Way.  The Wastewater Facility Plan Project is necessary to comply with the Iowa DNR and EPA regulations, and the opportunity to move forward with the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project is now.  It is a vital link in our and surrounding communities that cannot be ignored nor postponed.  Citizens and business owners in attendance at the meeting expressed their support of these projects.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to pay the $480 registration fee plus appropriate costs for wages, meals, and mileage (if applicable) for Dave Flood, Public Works Assistant, to attend Kirkwood Community College’s “Basic Water Distribution Training” on 8/22/19, 8/23/19, 8/29/19, and 8/30/19 at Iowa Valley Community College in Marshalltown.  Council Members Bettis and Worrell opposed.  Motion carried.
Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services presented Mayor Carroll with a $400 donation check for the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  The Mayor, Council, and Committee Members expressed their appreciation to Joe and MSA Professional Services for said donation.

Brenda Schmidtke reported that the Iowa DOT has approved the design and location (in the west round-about) of the proposed Janesville Welcome Signs.  The Committee was asked to obtain a minimum of two – three professional landscape designs and quotes.  The Council reviewed the bid from Elsamiller electric for the hardwiring of electricity for the signs.  The next step is for the City to complete and submit the Application for Work to be Performed in State Right-of-Way to the Iowa Department of Transportation.  No construction can be performed until this application is approved.  Ms. Schmidtke will continue to submit various grant applications in hopes of receiving monetary assistance with this project.  The Warren Buffet Foundation and Black Hawk County Gaming Foundation were mentioned as possible grant resources.

The Council and Mid American Energy Company personnel reviewed Tony Delgado-Connor’s request to remove the halogen lights from the EKCO Bridge.  It was determined that these halogen lights were installed prior to the permanent lighting installed on the bridge and can be removed.  These lights will be removed by personnel with Mid American Energy Company.

Tricia Pariseau reported that the Janesville Days Steering Committee had great feedback with regard to the 2019 Celebration and are beginning to work on next year’s Celebration, scheduled for Friday, July 24th and Saturday, July 25th.  She said the Committee is looking into creating a separate corporation for charitable purposes, a 501.3(c) status.  This can be a lengthy and expensive process.  It was suggested that they consider being an entity of the city.  They could be set up similar to the Library, First Responders and Fire Rescue.  The City Clerk will send Ms. Pariseau copies of the city ordinances regarding these entities for the Committee to review and consider.

Mark Reinders, Mid American Energy Company Franchise Manager, gave a presentation regarding the renewal franchise agreements and process to approve the appropriate ordinances.  City Attorney Boveia recommended that the City Council take a slow approach in view of the changes which have been made in the proposed ordinances in terms of responsibilities imposed on the city.  The Council needs to make specific decisions with regard to any type of franchise fees.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson to schedule a Public Hearing for 6:00 p.m. on Monday, September 9, 2019 to review the proposed ordinances with a 25-year franchise commitment.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.
Mark Durbahn with AECOM was present and updated the Council on the status of the Detention Basin and the filing of the necessary documents to finalize the Barrick Road Water Improvement Project SRF loan.
Mr. Durbahn stated that he feels it’s appropriate to mow the detention basin.  Police Chief Samec will contact Jim Sands.  Mr. Durbahn will contact the bank’s engineer within the next week to get his approval on the completion of the detention basin.  Once the appropriate signatures are acquired, City Attorney Boveia will obtain the abstract and prepare a title opinion for the transfer of the detention basin to the City and record all the necessary documents.
7th Street Bridge Replacement Project:  Mayor Carroll stated that the replacement of the 7th Street Bridge is a high priority within the INRCOG district.  This has been expressed by representatives of member cities.  Several of those cities delayed their requests to the INRTA (RTA) to allow funding to Janesville.  The 7th Street Bridge is part of the Farm-to-Market route.
The Iowa Northland Regional Transportation Authority (RTA) has awarded Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) Program funds in the amount of $500,000 for the 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project.  This project will be programmed into the RTA Fiscal Year 2020-2023 Transportation Improvement Program (TIP) in federal fiscal year 2023.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the Iowa Northland Regional Transportation Authority’s Surface Transportation Block Grant (STBG) Programming Agreement.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the City’s commitment of up to 20% of the total 7th Street Bridge Replacement Project cost.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Seventh Street East Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the Final Plans and Specifications have been completed for the project and have been passed on to the City electronically.    The anticipated construction cost, including contingency, is approximately $865,000.  It was reported that the necessary temporary and/or permanent easements for the Seventh Street Lift Station Project will soon be signed and filed of record.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to pay the $100 construction permit fee to the Iowa DNR.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the Bidding and Construction Related Services Contract with MSA Professional Services Inc. at a cost of $98,600.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

The City Clerk was directed to contact INRCOG for assistance with obtaining a grant and/or funding for an outdoor emergency siren for placement at the proposed 7th Street East Lift Station site.

Wastewater Facility Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the Waste Water Facility Plan has been submitted to the IDNR.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve submitting an Intended Use Plan (IUP) Application for a State Revolving Fund Loan for the Wastewater Facility Plan improvements.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table the Terracon Geotechnical Proposal for the Wastewater Treatment Facility.  Motion carried.
Capital Improvement Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger again asked the Council to review each section of the Capital Improvement Plan and provide feedback on the project timing and scope.  There are copies of the city’s proposed Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) available in the Council Chambers for public review.  It is expected that the timing and scope of some projects may need to be adjusted.  Budgetary cost estimates are included in the CIP.  The CIP is a valuable tool that can be used as a working document for budgeting purposes and pursuing grants and/or other funding resources.

Council Member Robinson stated he would like to review and consider changes to the city’s water and sewer rates, second meter charges, and hook-up/connection fees.  The City Clerk will arrange a meeting between a committee comprised of Council Member Robinson, Mayor Carroll, and possibly Ben McAllister, if interested, and the City’s Financial Advisor, Maggie Burger with Speer Financial.
Mayor Carroll reported that the Security Camera Systems will be reviewed and considered at next month’s meeting.  This will allow One Solution and Midwest Alarm ample time to gather more information for their proposals.
The City Council reviewed Janesville Code of Ordinances – Chapter 69 with regard to Parking Regulations and Snow Removal.  The City has received various parking complaints.  Officer Cross was asked to talk to Jim Hundley in hopes of resolving the parking issues at his business.  The perpendicular parking has been an issue due to vehicles extending into the traveled portion of the street.

The following was reviewed for addition into the city code:
From November 1 to April 1, no person shall park, abandon, or leave unattended any vehicle on any public street, alley, or City-owned off-street parking area during any snow emergency proclaimed by the Mayor unless the snow has been removed or plowed from said street, alley or parking area and the snow has ceased to fall.  A snow emergency parking ban shall continue from its proclamation throughout the duration of the snow or ice storm and the 48-hour period after cessation of such storm except as above provided upon street which have been fully opened.  Such a ban shall be of uniform application and the requirements shall be publicized widely, using all available news media, in early November each year.  When predictions or occurrences indicate the need, the Mayor shall proclaim a snow emergency and inform the news media to publicize the proclamation and the parking rules under the emergency.  The emergency may be extended or shortened when conditions warrant.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell directing the City Attorney to prepare an ordinance amending Chapter 69 with regard to Parking Regulations and Snow Removal as was discussed.  Motion carried.
The City Council reviewed Janesville Code of Ordinances – Chapter 65 with regard to Stop or Yield Required.
Permanent stop signs should be required at the following intersections:  Barrick Road and Chestnut Street for both east and west traffic on Barrick Road and north bound traffic on Chestnut Street entering Barrick Road, W. 7th Street and Hickory Street for southbound traffic entering 7th Street, and Pine Street and 1st Street for eastbound traffic entering Pine Street.  The Council would like to see the speed limit reduced to 35 mph on W. 7th Street from Maple Street to the west corporate limits of the city.
Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Hanson directing the City Attorney to prepare an ordinance amending Chapter 65 with regard to Stop or Yield Required signs and Chapter 63 regarding Speed Regulations as was discussed.  Motion carried.

The City Clerk opened the following sealed bid proposals for the FY 2018/19 Annual Exam:  Hogan – Hansen - $2,750, Keith Oltrogge, CPA - $2,800, and Rachelle K. Thompson, CPA, PLLC - $2,630.

Upon review, a motion was made by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table a decision on the Fiscal Year 2018/19 annual exam bid proposals as submitted by Hogan – Hansen, Keith Oltrogge, CPA and Rachelle K. Thompson, CPA, PLLC until the September 9, 2019 regular meeting to allow time for additional review of said proposals.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Prairie Road Builders, Inc.’s proposal totaling $18,361.70 as presented.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to table the review and consideration of B.H. County’s request to combine parcels 9014-02-126-008, 009, 011 and 9014-02-201-018 for further information and review.  Motion carried.

The Finance Committee, to be comprised of Council Members Worrell and Stapleton, City Clerk Murley, and Deputy City Clerk Kurtz, will meet within the next few weeks to review Fidelity Bank and Trust’s merger information and financial proposal along with the other proposals that were previously submitted by area banking institutions.
The City Attorney and Mayor presented their monthly oral reports to the Council.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to adjourn.  Motion carried.  Meeting closed at 9:23 p.m.
