Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to pay the $30 per person registration fee plus appropriate costs for wages and meals for Public Works Director, Becky Wrage and Public Works Assistant, Dave Flood to attend the IWEA Region 1 Operator’s Conference on 10/2/19 at the Manchester Fairgrounds.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to pay the $125 per person registration fee plus the appropriate costs for wages, lodging (1 night), meals and mileage for the City Clerk, Chris Murley, to attend the IMFOA 2019 Fall Conference on 10/17/19 & 10/18/19 at the Holiday Inn Des Moines Airport. At approximately 6:36 p.m., Mayor Carroll opened the Public Hearing for oral and/or written comments from interested residents and property owners with regard to proposals to renew for a twenty-five (25) year period a non-exclusive electric supply and natural gas supply operation and maintenance franchise with MidAmerican Energy, which may include franchise fees.  After giving an opportunity for all desiring to be heard, Mayor Carroll closed the Public Hearing at 6:41 p.m. and turned the matter over to the Council for their review and consideration.

Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve ORDINANCE #344 – AN ORDINANCE AMENDING SECTION 69.10 OF THE CITY CODE OF THE CITY OF JANESVILLE, IOWA RELATED TO A SNOW EMERGENCY PROCLAMATION on its first reading.  Roll Call Vote:  Worrell, Stapleton, Robinson, Bettis, and Hanson.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.

Mark Durbahn with AECOM was present and updated the Council on the status of the Detention Basin.  The detention basin is near completion except for one area (no growth) that will require further work.  The City Attorney will send a letter to Jim Sands and/or his attorney requesting this area of no growth to be addressed and resolved.
Mr. Durbahn also reported that all the paperwork has been submitted for the SRF Loan with regard to the Barrick Road Water Improvement Project and we are now awaiting for the Iowa DNR to sign off or make comments.

There was considerable discussion regarding the required specifications for the installation of driveways in Hardwood Estates.  The Council wants VJ Engineering to supply the City with a specific diagram reflecting an acceptable driveway specification and commit themselves to being responsible for the amended specifications to not impede the surface water drainage in the subdivision.  Their in-house hydrologist should approve the modification of the specs so as not to impede or change surface water drainage within the subdivision.  The new diagram specifications need to be prepared together with a written commitment from VJ Engineering on said matter.
7th Street Bridge Replacement Project:  Joe Elsinger with MSA Professional Services stated the field work for the archeological and cultural investigation has been completed by Wapsi Valley Archeology and now the historic investigation and final report is being compiled.  Chapter 310 (Farm-to-Market Roads) of the Iowa Code will be reviewed for clarity on the eligibility of the City for Farm-to-Market funding.
Seventh Street East Lift Station Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the Final Plans and Specifications, along with Terracon’s LSA report, have been submitted to the Iowa DNR for their review and approval.  Final permanent utility easements have been received by Sands and Fidelity Bank.  MSA has been in correspondence with Speer Financial, Inc. regarding the project’s estimated schedule and costs.  The project schedule will be controlled by the permitting review process.  The construction phase of this project is estimated for December 2019 – July 2020.
Capital Improvement Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger again asked the Council to review each section of the Capital Improvement Plan and provide feedback on the project timing and scope.  Painting the inside of the water tower will be added to the CIP at an estimated cost of $80,000 - $100,000 (later determined to be estimated at $50,000).  It is expected that the timing and scope of some projects may need to be adjusted.  Budgetary cost estimates are included in the CIP.  The CIP is a valuable tool that can be used as a working document for budgeting purposes and pursuing grants and/or other funding resources.

Wastewater Facility Plan Project:  Mr. Elsinger reported that the Intended Use Plan Application has been submitted to the Iowa Finance Authority.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve Terracon’s Geotechnical Investigation Services proposal at an estimated cost of $4,000 - $5,900.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to submit a Planning & Design Loan Application for the Wastewater Treatment Facility improvements.  Motion carried.

Upon the Council’s review and scoring of the annual exam proposals from Hogan – Hanson, Keith Oltrogge, CPA and Rachelle K. Thompson, CPA, PLLC, a motion was made by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Worrell to approve the Term of Engagement and Agreement for the FY 2019 Annual Exam with Keith Oltrogge, CPA at a cost not to exceed $2800.  Motion carried.
Council Member Robinson stated that the Committee recently met with the City’s Financial Advisor, Maggie Burger with Speer Financial.   The Committee has a lot of information to review before making their recommendations to the Council with regard to connection fees, rates, second meters for outdoor use/irrigation and etc.

Chris Pletz with One Solutions presented a proposal for a Security Camera System for the City.  Total cost was estimated at $11,495.  The Council would like to see an estimate for a system with cameras only at the city hall, park, and water tower with options for system expansion.
Midwest Alarm was contacted but did not submit a proposal for a Security Camera System.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Worrell approving to table consideration of a Security Camera System pending further information.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Worrell and seconded by Council Member Robinson approving to table Black Hawk County’s request to combine Parcels 9014-02-126-008, 009, 011 and 9014-02-201-018 for additional information.  Motion carried.
The following bid proposals have also been submitted:  Signs & Designs - $12,400 (two signs and installation costs), Tatroe Electric, Inc. - $3,900 (bore in 250’ of power line to the sign site), Elsamiller Electric Co. - $3,100 (install 100 amp service, 4 LED lights on 2 signs on photo eye, and install 110V GFI Outlet on Post), and Wells Hallow Landscaping - $12,393.47 (retaining wall and dirt work - does not include plants).  These proposals total $31,793.47.  The City has allocated $20,000 toward the funding of the “Welcome” Sign Project.

Motion by Council Member Hanson and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve Signs & Designs “Welcome” Sign proposal at a cost of $12,400 and further, to authorize the payment of the 50% deposit ($6,200), required to place the order for said sign.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Hanson, Bettis, Robinson, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Motion carried.
Diagrams for all work to be performed with the round-a-bout for the Welcome Sign must be included with the “Application to Perform Work within State Highway Right-of-Way” and no work can be performed until approval is received from the Iowa DOT.
Ms. Schmidtke will continue to submit various grant applications in hopes of receiving monetary assistance with this project.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member Hanson approving to table the Janesville Days Steering Committee Update with regard to their pursuance of a 501© organization status or becoming an entity of the City until further information is submitted by the Committee.  Motion carried.
The Janesville 2019 Homecoming Parade is scheduled to begin at 1:30 p.m. on Friday, September 27, 2019.
