Bremer County Sheriff, Dan Pickett, informed the Council that his department is implementing a full-time dual-purpose K-9 Unit for regular patrol and public relations and is soliciting donations for the program.  This program will be fully funded and sustained by private donations and fundraising efforts.  This K-9 Unit will assist in detecting illegal drugs, locating missing persons, building public relations in schools and communities and improving officer safety.  Deputy Beenblossom will be trained for handling and caring for the K-9 Unit.  Expenses include:  K-9 Unit purchase, training, equipment, specialized K-9 vehicle with rear air/equipment.  Deputy Beenblossom will receive “Mo”, the Bremer County Sheriff Department’s K-9 Unit this Thursday, March 12.  Mo will be available to assist our police officers and community as may be needed.  
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to donate $2,000 to the Bremer County Sheriff’s Office K-9 Unit.  Motion carried.  (Council Member Miller abstained from voting due to a conflict of interest.)
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve, as presented, the following Consent Agenda items:  February 10, 2020 Regular and February 25, 2020 Special City Council Proceedings, February 29, 2020 Budget & Treasurer Reports, and the 2020 Officers and Membership List, Effective March 1, 2020 for the Janesville Fire Rescue, Janesville First Responders, and Janesville Library Board.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

Public Works Director Wrage, Police Officer Samec, and City Clerk Murley presented their monthly oral/written reports to the Council.
The North Main Street property is no longer used by the general public and became a dead-end street upon the closure of its intersection with Hwy. 218.  An agreement was made with the original sellers of the land for North Main Street that grants the original owners the first option to buy back the property if the city decides to sell it.  North Main Street is a part of the Master Plan for the Janesville Park and Safe Route Concepts but an alternative route for the pedestrian/bicycle trail is being researched and considered.  This includes an extension of the proposed route to Kwik Star’s driveway.  Selling the property can eliminate additional maintenance and operational costs for North Main Street.  This includes monthly electricity service fees for three city street lights.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller approving to proceed with the sale of city property known as North Main Street.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving City Attorney, Gary Boveia’s assistance with the process to vacate and sell the city property known as North Main Street.  Motion carried.

Within the next two months, Sensus Metering System will no longer support our current handheld device for our utility billing system, therefore Mayor Beenblossom contacted Municipal Supply, Inc. for a quote on a new handheld.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the purchase of the FL-6501 handheld and docking/charging station from Municipal Supply, Inc. at a cost of $5,950.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the proposed Fiscal Year 2020/21 Budget for publication, as presented, with an estimated total tax levy rate of $11.15530 per $1,000 valuation on regular property, with a total property tax asking of $472,450 (plus $6,089 Utility Tax Replacement) and the following expenditures:

and further, approving to set a Public Hearing on said proposed FY2020/21 Budget for 6:00 p.m. on Tuesday, March 24, 2019 in the Council Chambers of City Hall.  Roll Call Vote: Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Stapleton, and Worrell.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Motion carried.

This proposed budget reflects an estimated city tax levy of $11.15530 per $1,000 valuation, an increase of 13.5% or $1.33 per $1,000 valuation compared to FY2020.  This includes the debt service levy (annual payment of General Obligation Capital Loan Notes, Series 2019) of $1.27019 which on its own is a 12.9% increase from the current year.  The state residential rollback figure for FY2021 is 55.0743% compared to the current 56.918% for FY2020, a decrease of approximately 3.2%.  Due to the $30,000 that was reduced from the General Government section of the original proposed budget and thus $30,000 reduced from total property tax asking, this reduced the overall annual residential property tax levy to an approximate 9.8% increase.  A residential home with a 100% assessed valuation of $197,950 (and a $109,020 taxable valuation due to rollback) will pay an annual increase of approximately $108.60 in property taxes.  Be it noted, this is the city’s portion only of the total property tax levy.
Motion by Council Member Stapleton and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve RESOLUTION #1681 – A RESOLUTION AMENDING THE CITY OF JANESVILLE CITY COUNCIL RULES OF PROCEDURES as presented by Mayor Beenblossom.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Worrell, Stapleton, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Robinson.  Resolution approved and adopted this 9th day of March 2020.
