Mayor Beenblossom gave a brief update on the status of the Janesville Welcome Sign Project.  The signs have been installed.  Elsamiller Electric will install the electricity for the lighting and rock or chips will be placed around the sign.

Murley’s retirement as City Clerk, after approximately 36 ¾ years in this position, effective June 30, 2020 with the option to extend the date, if necessary, due to COVID-19 Pandemic.  Motion carried.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Stapleton to approve the appointment of Deputy City Clerk, Christa Kurtz, to the position of City Clerk, effective July 1, 2020 at a wage of $21.00 per hour.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – Stapleton, Robinson, Miller, and McAllister.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Stapleton approving to advertise, as presented, for the position of a variable hour Deputy City Clerk at a minimum wage of $12.47 per hour with a deadline of May 15, 2020 for submitting applications.  Motion carried.
Public Works Director, Becky Wrage, has contacted Zeien Construction to complete stormwater improvements within the 500 – 700 blocks of Main Street.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve Prairie Road Builders, Inc./Kluesner Construction, Inc.’s Fiscal Year 2020/2021 Street Maintenance Proposals (Part #1) at a total cost of $39,222.85.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Robinson to further approve Part #2 Proposals to spend up to $39,000 for repairs to 7th Street/Pine Street from Stokes Welding to Kay Industries with priority given to the worse areas along the route.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Robinson and seconded by Council Member McAllister approving to table James V. Sand’s Application for Driveway Construction Permit for Pine Street Connection with 7th Street as Part of the Proposed Sands Third Addition to allow the opportunity for Joe Elsinger, MSA Professional Service Engineer to review same and give his recommendation to the Council.  Motion carried.
Safety Commissioner McAllister presented his monthly report to the Council.  He stated the 2013 Ford Explorer may possibly be under a recall for tie rod ends.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member Miller to temporarily appoint Randy Samec as Police Chief until July 13, 2020 when he will be further evaluated.  Motion carried.
Water, Wastewater, and Recycling Commissioner Robinson presented his monthly report to the Council.  The COVID-19 Pandemic is delaying the construction of the 7th Street East Lift Station.

Parks and Recreation Commissioner Miller presented his monthly report to the Council.  He thanked the Mayor for assisting him in getting bids for improvements to the City Parks.

Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve Park Building renovations of approximately $20,443.95 as follows:  Christie Door Co-$6,690 (3 garage doors with windows and 2 openers) Fuerstenberg Painting-$3,275.00 (painting) Janesville Lumber-$461.55 (front walk-in door), Hundley Heating & A/C-$4,085.00 (furnace & installation), and miscellaneous materials totaling $5,932.40 with the renovation costs to be shared equally between the Road Use and Park Maintenance and Improvement Funds.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member Robinson to approve Mid-American Energy Company’s proposal to remove the antiquated power equipment from the post near the north dugout and install updated equipment to the park building at no cost to the city and further approve Elsamiller Electric’s proposal to install new 100 AMP 480 V service on the north side of said shed and refeed ball diamond lights and shed panel at a total cost of $5,150.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve the renovation and repair of the city ball diamond at a cost not to exceed $24,000.  Roll Call Vote:  Ayes – McAllister, Miller, Robinson, and Stapleton.  Nays – None.  Absent – Worrell.  Motion carried.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve the cancelation of the 2020 Summer Recreation and Little League Programs due to the COVID-19 Pandemic.  All voted Nay.  Motion denied.
Motion by Council Member Miller and seconded by Council Member McAllister to approve the cancelation of the 2020 Summer Recreation Program only at this time due to the COVID-19 Pandemic and the refund of the appropriate registration fees.  Motion carried.
Mayor Beenblossom presented his monthly report to the Council.

Motion by Council Member McAllister and seconded by Council Member to extend the deadline, for an additional 30 days, for the acceptance of bids for the sale of the city’s Bonnell U-19DD Tailgate Sander w/Stand, Katolight Generator, and Win Power Generator and to take advantage of free advertising sites.  Motion carried.
